There is currently a great deal of talk about the idea of òhospitalityó in the life of the church.               
But the fact is this is old news; weõve been having these same conversations since at least 1986!             
We have organized and strategized and theorized again and again, but it seems we have to keep on 
going over the same territory! Why is this?  

I would suggest that the reason we keep having to re-package the same concept every couple of 
years is that we have not INTERNALIZED the concept first. Hospitality has to be in the DNA of the 
body. Rev. Leonard Sweet offered this idea in a recent tweet; 

òThe distinction between host and guest dissolves in the discovery that guests bring as many gifts 
of blessing and bread for the soul as the host.ó 

Go ahead, read that a couple of times. Think on it.       

Now let me break it down a bit starting with the òhost.ó  

In the life of the church, we are hosts. We do not òownó or òpossessó the church. No pew is òouró 
pew. (By the way, asking a visitor to move so your family can sit in òour pewó is a SIN!) The 
church belongs to God, because God made it. We are simply the hosts, welcoming those who come 
seeking, offering the presence of God, opening our arms and hearts, allowing their presence to 
bless us. There is no òweó or òtheyó, only òUS.ó 

Think about a time when you went to a restaurant where you were greeted by the owner.                 
You were likely treated as a òguestó rather than a customer. You may have gotten to know                
him/her on a first -name basis. You always felt welcomed, as if they were genuinely happy to  see 
you whether you were buying coffee or a four -course meal. The owner brought other family over to 
meet you, and soon you knew the whole family!  Thatõs how òguestsó should be received in our 
churches.  

Finally, guests bring blessings. When someone walks through the church doors the first time               
they are looking for something; people who will walk with them on the journey of life and faith. 
We should feel privileged that they are giving us a chance to walk with them on their journey.                   
We should feel blessed that God has brought them into our presence, and do whatever is                     
necessary to make them feel a part of the body. And we should be expectant and grateful for the                     
blessings they bring to us. 

Hereõs the thing; no seminar, book, video or training can cam make this transformation happen. 
True hospitality will only occur when we allow the Holy Spirit to renew our hearts and change the 
way we see our selves, the church and the world. That means offering up to God the sins of posses-
siveness and territoriality which build walls around our hearts and churches. And it means letting 
the Holy Spirit fill that space with a spirit of Godly hospitality that lets the distinction between host 
and guest dissolve so that we may one in the love of Jesus Christ. Spend some time in honest exam-
ination and earnest prayer, that our spiritual DNA might be transformed and hosts and guests 
might walk together as the Body of Christ!

    MY COUNTRY ôTIS OF THEE   (taken from The Story behind the Song, K. Osbeck) 

Moved deeply by the desire to create a national hymn that would allow the American people to    
offer praise to God for our wonderful land, a twenty-four-year-old theological student, Samuel 
Francis Smith, penned these lines on a scrap of paper in less than thirty minutes in 1832. Yet 
even   today many consider My Country, 'Tis of Thee their favorite patriotic hymn and call it our 

"unofficial national anthem."   The emotionally powerful ideas that Smith expressed had an immediate response. The hymn 
soon became a national favorite. The stirring tributes to our fatherland in the first three stanzas lead to a worshipful climax 
of gratefulness to God and a prayer for His continued guidance.  Following his graduation from Harvard and the Andover 
Theological Seminary, Samuel Smith became an outstanding minister in several Baptist churches in the East. He com-
posed 150 hymns during his 87 years and helped compile the leading Baptist hymnal of his day. He was also editor of a 
missionary magazine through which he exerted a strong influence in promoting the cause of missions. Later he became 
the secretary of the Baptist Missionary Union and spent considerable time visiting various foreign fields. Samuel Smith was 

truly a distinctive representative of both his country and his love for God.
