932-2337               E-mail: Pastor@mtnittanyumc.org  

Further into this newsletter youôll find an article from Bob Jones about a change to our         

offering envelopes for 2019. After examining our giving patterns and processes, the Finance       

Committee has decided that it would greatly simplify our stewardship accounting if we           

eliminated the category ñCapitalò from the envelopes. This will leave two categories; 

ñGeneralò and ñMissionsò.  Beginning in 2019 (or now, if youôd like!) we are asking you to 

combine what you would have put under ñcapitalò with your gift to ñGeneralò, making one 

amount. Bobôs article will share more details.

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News from the Mount Nittany United Methodist Church  

Finance Committee 
 

The Finance Committee has been working to update our financial reporting to help 

members understand how their contributions are used. The purpose of this letter is to 

share changes for the coming year. 

 

In the past, we have used our weekly envelopes for three categories of giving. The General Fund  is 

used for everyday operational expenses including salaries and all church programming for education 

and ministries. Money given to this category can be directed as needed. Cash and checks placed in 

the offering plate without an envelope also go into the General Fund.  

 

Unlike the more flexible General Fund, tithes to the Capital Improvement Fund  can only be used for 

major improvements to facilities such as last yearõ s roof replacement.  This fund cannot be regularly 

used for unforeseen expenses such as extra snowplowing, unusually high utility bills, or building       

repairs. Improvement monies used in the case of emergency to cover unforeseen expenses must be 

òpaid backó to the fund.  

 

The Missions category directs gifts designated for the weekly highlighted missions focus. Any money 

given to these missions must go to the mission designated.  

 

Starting January 1 we will be changing the envelope wording as follows: 

¶ Tithes designated as Church Expenses will continue to be put into the General Fund. 

¶ The òCapital improvement line will be removed from your offering envelope. Separate envelopes 

will be provided for specific Capital Improvement projects. We are asking contributors to combine 

the amounts you would have previously put in these two (Church Expenses and Capital) into 

the single òChurch Expensesó category. This will allow the Treasurer and Finance Committee great-

er flexibility in utilizing and managing your tithes and gifts as well as simplifying our accounting.  The 

òMissionsó process remains completely unchanged. You can designate which mission focus on the 

òMission Name ò line. Please only designate missions as found in the bulletin or newsletter . 

 

Remember, putting your name and the amount in the 

lines provided makes it much easier for the money 

counters and making sure all your contributions are        

included in the end of year tax statement. 

The budget for next year has been completed and will 

be available once approved by the Church Council in 

December. Please see Pastor Ed, Pat Weaver or Bob
